What happens if the number of agreed events changes?

A case plan is agreed on the basis of the current known listing. If additional interim hearings are listed then the agreed costs are simply increased by the relevant number times the event fee. In respect of main hearings it needs to be recognised that preparation is front loaded and therefore if a main hearing under or overruns the agreed price is adjusted up or down by a refresher rate which for junior counsel is £800 for Queen’s Counsel £1,500 and for Solicitor £500.
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
